What can handle the heat and what can’t?

     When it comes to determining which types of plastics 
can handle the heat, and which can’t, it’s all a matter of 
knowing your recycling codes.  For example, your standard 
clear plastic container is PET, which is a level 1 recyclable.  
PET can withstand temperatures no higher than 120°F.  
Other plastics, such as Polypropylene (which is a level 5) 
are more durable, handling temperatures up to 250°F.  So 
the next time you need to know if your plastic container 
can handle the warmer, take a look at the recycling code, 
and match it up.
